CIVIC DONATIONS BY EMERALD COAST
Quintin [Faurest] Montenegro, proprietor of Emerald Coast Construction, has committed public works contributions of USD $2.5 million for the town of San Francisco [known locally as San Pancho, a term of endearment].

After living in San Francisco for many years ([and in Mexico] since 1974), he believes It is only fair that we use our entrepreneurial success to give back. As a father, a son and a town brother, I share in a vision of [our town as] a paradise, a place where people have every opportunity to grow. After all, San Francisco richly deserves the infrastructure and lifestyle improvements provided by me and my company, Emerald Coast, and the town’s mayor, who really works hard for us.

Everyone in San Francisco, including foreign citizens and tourists, has participated in the San Pancho Limpio campaign” [he continued]. “It has been a month since the program started and we have already worked across the length and breadth of the town. Several areas of the ejido (community land trust) that were practically rubbish heaps look different today. An example is the location where we are building the town’s Civic Center. We’ve also painted the façade of the [small business incubator] building, adding palm trees and landscaping gravel.
The school children have been actively involved in the beautification effort. Their participation has been crucial and has inspired us to keep the campaign on a permanent basis. The support given to us by the Bahía de Banderas county authorities, under the guidance of Commissioner Jaime Cuevas Tello, has also been important, including the provision of several garbage collecting trucks. After the river was cleaned, we placed signs strictly prohibiting littering in the area.

SUPPORT OF BEAUTIFICATION
The municipal authorities and EntreAmigos [a local non-profit] have also been a great support in our planting programs. For example, we established more than 800 new trees and shrubs about a month and a half ago.

We all need to work together, because everyone wants a better San Francisco. To achieve this we need every resident’s help. We in San Francisco [are most fortunate, we] have five schools and a regional hospital. For this reason, I urge everyone to support our beautification campaigns and the remodeling of our streets, schools and green zones.
